Yearling cattle in short supply, on the better kind
called steady to $1 to $2 higher as the numbers tighten all
over the state. We are starting to see some of the yearling
feeders start to transition to the calves with the value added
programs in place. This is also encouraging and a sign that
your efforts are paying off! Butcher cows selling steady to
$1 better although they were called to be off $1. We are
seeing the supplies start to tighten slightly near term.
There is talk of a dairy program in July, I would not panic,
it may be short lived and of no major consequence to the
market. Bred cows are picking up interest as producers
ship calves and open cows and start to evaluate the great
feed conditions. As always I would like to thank all of our
producers for choosing Templeton Livestock Market.

TheCal i fornia Cattlemen’s Association mid Year meetin
Folsom, California. The standing committees held meetings on Thursday afternoon. The cattle health,
marketing, and livestock ID committees held a joint meeting at the beginning of the sessions to discuss
what course of action to take relative to traceability of cattle.

Most of you are aware that a change in direction by USDA on the National Animal Identification System (NAIS)
wherein the Federal Government attempted to set up mandatory reporting of, in effect a license plate on each ani-
mal as its source of identification. After spending tons of money in their attempt to develop the NAIS, the USDA
finally came to the realization that the industry was violently opposed to the concept. Hence a time out on trace-
ability. The USDA did however require animal ID on all cattle crossing state lines. This pertains today for replace-
ment cattle going out of state. Also USDA requested the assistance of State Veterinarians in suggesting ways to
implement a traceability system.

Dr. Breitmeyer, State Vet for Calif at the CDFA, has had a couple of meetings with the industry and was on hand at
the joint committee meeting in Folsom, concerning what the industry would recommend regarding regulations on
cattle movement across state lines.

What appears to be on the horizon is some for an individual animal ID on cattle going out of state. There are nu-
merous opinions as to what course of action the California Beef Industry should take, from doing nothing to a set
of rules that keep all the effort off the production sector and on the back of Government.

The bottom line in my opinion is that if the industry cannot come with some reasonable solution that makes sense
to both Government and Industry, is that the Government will do it for us.
